on the Structure of Non-Crystalline Materials

“NCM10”

will take place in Praha, Czech Republic,

September 18 – 22, 2006.

Venue

The venue of the conference will be the Pyramida Hotel Conference Centre, located only about 10 minutes walk from the Prague Castle. 

Organisation

Similarly as in the past the conference will be organised in one session covering oral communications and will be accompanied by poster sessions. There will be an introductory invited talk which, following the tradition, should be presented by the NCM9 chairman Alastair N. Cormack, Alfred University, Alfred NY, (USA). Further invited talks will introduce various aspects discussed during oral and poster sessions or stimulate discussions on new items. Invited talks will be prepared in a close collaboration with the International Advisory Board, see later on. 

Materials

We suppose that the conference will be focused on materials like borate glasses, borosilicate glasses, doped silica gels, germanate glasses, glassy fibres, glass-forming liquids, chalcogenide glasses, inorganic colloidal glasses, magnetic metallic glasses, metal fibers, nanocomposites, nanoparticles, natural glasses, oxide glasses, polymeric oxide melts, porous boron amorphous films, rare earth rich (or doped) glasses, silicate glasses and melts, sol-gel glasses.

Topics

We suppose that the conference will discuss and-or contribute to various topics like bulk and surface dependent structural properties, dynamical properties, evolution of glassy structure under irradiation, glass surfaces, influence of preparation on the structure, mechanical behaviour and structure, modelling, short- and medium-range ordering, nucleation and crystallisation processes, optical properties and structure, photo-structural changes, pressure- and high temperature induced structural changes, preparation processes and structure, structure related properties of glasses.

Methods

We suppose that various experimental methods like classic X-ray and neutron scattering, high-energy X-ray diffraction, high-temperature crystal field spectroscopy, EXAFS, modelling, molecular dynamics simulations, NMR, Raman spectroscopy and SAXS studies will be applied during the investigation of problems and materials cited above.
